Flag Ceremony for Weekly Meetings

Color Guard is already assembled at the back of the room.

1. “Troop, Attention.”

2. “Color Guard, Advance.” (they advance to the front; U.S. flag is held to its own right and higher than the troop flag.)
3. “Color Guard, Halt.”

4. “Color Guard, Post the Colors.” (U.S. flag crosses over to the left, facing audience; then the troop flag crosses to the right to face the audience. Both flags are put in the stands simultaneously.)
5. “Scout Salute.” (The Color Guard stays at attention with arms at sides but does not salute. The Color Guard Commander and troop salute.)
6. “Please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.” (After completion of the Pledge, Color Guard Commander gives the command, “Two”. Scouts lower their arms smartly to their side from the salute.)
7. “Scout Sign.”

8. “Scout Oath.” (On my honor I will do my best to do my duty to God and my country and to obey the Scout Law; To help other people at all times; To keep myself physically strong, mentally awake, and morally straight.)
9. “Scout Law.” (A Scout is trustworthy, loyal, helpful, friendly, courteous, kind, obedient, cheerful, thrifty, brave, clean, and reverent.)
10. “Color Guard, Dismissed.”

11. “Troop, at ease.”

(Ceremony for retiring the Colors at the end of the meeting is omitted.)

Flag Ceremony for Courts of Honor

For Presenting the Flag

Said by the Color Guard Commander

1. “Please Stand for the Presentation of Colors.”

2. “Troop, Attention.”

3. “Color Guard, Assemble.” (They line up with the flags in the back of the room.)
4. “Color Guard, Advance.” (They advance to the front; U.S. flag is held to its own right and higher than the troop flag.)

5. “Color Guard, Halt.”

6. “Color Guard, Post the Colors.” (U.S. flag crosses over to the left, facing the audience; the troop flag crosses to the right to face to face the audience. Both flags are put in the stands simultaneously.)
7. “Scout Salute.” (The Color Guard stays at attention with arms at sides but does not salute. The Color Guard Commander and Troop salute.)

5. “Color Guard, Retire the Colors.” (They first remove the U.S. flag from its stand; then remove the Troop flag from its stand. They do not need to cross sides.)
6. “Color Guard, Retreat.” (March to the back of the room.)
